TED DYKSTRA (director) has received Dora Mavor Moore nominations as an actor, director, writer, 
producer and composer; is a founding member of Soulpepper and directed the HGJTC hit Tuesdays with 

Morrie, which starred Hal Linden and Rick Roberts.  MICHAEL NATHANSON (playwright) is the Artistic 
Producer of Winnipeg Jewish Theatre who has also been produced in New York, Dallas, Montreal, Toronto, 
Edmonton and Vancouver and Alberta.
